M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the May 3, 2010, Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.

2010 road work proposal from roads tour
Shirley Road is the road with TRIP funds available; Supervisor Van Vonderen noted that the funds provided by TRIP remain the same regardless of what year the work is done but the cost of the repairs continues to increase each year and suggested the board consider completing the TRIP project sooner rather than later.  These TRIP funds must be used by 2013.

Jeff from Scott Construction was present.  There is $120,000 in the current budget; the proposal came in at $239,395 and is made a part of these minutes by reference.  

M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve repairing roads numbered 1, 7, 8, and 12 on the Scott Construction bids for a total of $74,730 which will be paid in three equal payments in August, October, and December; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.
