M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the May 17, 2010, Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Harter’s Fox Valley Disposal
Andy Gayhart, General Manager for Harter’s, was present.  Harter’s has taken over for Wittenberg Disposal which was recently sold at auction.  The current contract will be honored and Harter’s hopes to make several improvements to the services provided to the Town.

Property tax collection agreement
M/M by Chairman Cashman to authorize Brown County to collect real estate and personal property taxes for one year under Option 2 of the Agreement which is made a part of these minutes by reference for no charge; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.
New southern Fox River bridge bypass update

M/M by Chairman Cashman to open the meeting to the public; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Bill Thomasma was present and gave his insights of the four proposed bridge corridors along with quite a bit of history as he was heavily involved in some of the research and development of this project.  Several other residents spoke for and against the various proposed alternatives.

Possible resolution re: certain proposed location(s) for the new southern Fox River bridge bypass

Bill then contacted WPS with his concerns; he was told that if a municipality has an ordinance that prohibits cutting of certain trees during certain times, then those trees will not be cut during those times.
