Rockland’s Own Initiative (ROI) – future development potential

Wind turbines update by Glen Schwalbach

Glen Schwalbach gave a draft statement asking for endorsement by the Brown County Unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association.  The statement is addressed to the various committees requesting a delay on wind turbine rules until certain studies are complete.

Mrs. Newman asked if there are permits issued for fireworks displays and wondered if any permits were issued for Old Plank Road.  Yes, permits are issued but no, there were no permits for Old Plank Road.  She had specific concerns regarding overhead displays in heavy residential neighborhoods – particularly her neighborhood.  There was a display by one of her neighbors and she spoke with them directly and does not feel there will be future problems with them.
Barb Zambon was present and informed the Board that she was organizing a Rockland Crafters sale at the Town Hall on October 16th from 9 to 3 and asked if she could put reasonable advertising signs up and be allowed into the Town Hall the evening before to set-up at no additional charge – yes, provided the building is rented out the evening before.  Only Rockland crafters are allowed to participate in the event although the actual sale is open to the public and any profits made through the table rentals will be donated to the newsletter fund.

Shirley Road TRIP project bid receipt and opening
Scott Construction is the only bidder present with a bid of $78,223 and an option recommendation of $2,111.  The Town Board will review the budget and make a decision at its next meeting as to whether or not they are willing to go ahead with this project.
