The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Board members present together with 13 electors and one member of the press.
Chairman Cashman presented the agenda and went through the proposed budget.  
Ed Schuh expressed concern over the amount of time being spent on cutting the grass in the ditches.  The ditches on Moonlite Drive took around two hours which seemed exorbitant.
Alice Daul asked what the assessed value of the town was prior to the revaluation and what the mil rate was last year.  The mil rate was $2.83 and the assessed value was $148,304,650 and was around 80%; we are now at 102%.
There was discussion regarding the bridge fund and the change including how much money is currently in the fund and how it may be handled going forward.  Basically, the County saved roughly $265,000 off its levy by removing this item from their budget.

Barb Zambon asked who plows the town roads.  Brown County.  And why not a private company?  Chairman Cashman responded citing reliability, man power, and having a dedicated person as the primary reasons.

Rick Van Vonderen questioned whether the Town gets plowed whenever other municipalities get plowed and the answer was yes.
