The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Chairman Cashman verified the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the February 21, 2011, Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

2010 financial records approval

M/M by Chairman Cashman to enact a moratorium on building permits on Town roads beginning March 8, 2011 through April 30, 2011 with the Town Board reserving the right to remove the moratorium at an earlier date if weather permits; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Chairman Cashman will contact Lee; Glen was present and stated that he would like to serve another term. 
Board of appeals members, Edwin Schuh, Randy Janssen, and Kay Remmel, terms expiring

Chairman Cashman will contact Randy and Kay; Ed was present and stated that he would like to serve another term.
Wind turbines update by Glen Schwalbach

Public comment
Kay Liebergen owns river front property off Old Military Road (Parcel R-258) that is land-locked.  She has owned it for several years but hasn’t been able to develop it because of not having any access.  The parcel is over 11 acres with 1800’ of river frontage.  She asked the Town Board to consider adding road access.  It was purchased from Marvin Schumacher who said he had an agreement with a neighbor (Arthur Adams) for access but once Kay owned the property, Arthur passed away and his family will not allow access.  The Town Board explained a very involved process of a formal request for the creation of a town road but asked Kay to contact the realtor (Mary Ann Carter?) who is selling a large amount of land that is around Kay’s property who might be able to help her sell the parcel (Kay had stated that selling the parcel is her goal).  The Board further explained that what transpired this evening is in no way to be construed as Kay’s formal request.
