Town Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, June 6, 2011 at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 7:30 p.m.

Adjourned at 8:40 p.m.

The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Chairman Cashman verified the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the May 16, 2011, Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

A request from Randall and Kathryn Schroeder (5678 Morrison Road) for a conditional use permit for parcel R-402 for two personal farm windmills operating to offset energy usage previously purchased from Wisconsin Public Service
A public hearing was held earlier this evening with nobody from the public appearing.  
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve the conditional use permit for Randall and Kathryn Schroeder (5678 Morrison Road) as long as all conditions set by the Planning Commission are met, excluding item e which is no longer an issue, and as long as the Schroeders are in and stay in compliance with all other county, state, and local ordinances [the first page of the April 14, 2011, Planning Commission minutes are made a part of these minutes by reference]; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Chipsealing / shouldering of Midway Road
Midway Road from Highway 57 to Big Valley Road needs to be shouldered.  Carter Trucking & Excavating proposed to provide roughly $5,000 in labor and equipment with the Town providing all of the stone for roughly $2,000.  If shouldering is done then the chipsealing by Scott Construction (#25 on their 5/16/2011 proposal) should follow and this will bring the chipsealing total costs to roughly $130,000 of the $140,000 budget.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to add Scott Construction’s #25 to their contracted road work for 2011, and to have Carter Trucking & Excavating shoulder Midway Road as outlined above for $7,000 - $10,000; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Wind turbines update by Glen Schwalbach

Glen reported that Senator Frank Lasee introduced SB98 which provides for almost all turbines to have a ½ mile setback from any neighboring property line.
Code update by Vicky Van Vonderen

The Planning Commission began its preliminary review of the latest version of the Code and hopes to make its recommendation back to the Town Board by the July meeting.
Join municipal court update

Nothing new to report at this time.
Chairman’s report by Chairman Cashman
Scott Construction began its road work last week.  Carter Trucking & Excavating replaced four culverts – three of which will be reimbursed by the bridge fund.

A neighborly dispute over cattails that were cut down in one neighbor’s ditch without their prior knowledge erupted on Seven Oaks and Stone Wall but everything seems to be o.k. now.  Chairman Cashman will follow up with both parties.
Supervisor Van Vonderen received a call informing her that a steel-tracked backhoe was going down Old Martin Road and Sportsmen’s Road; it belonged to Mike Wier who was working for/with Alan Lasee.  The roads were both damaged and Scott Construction will be assessing the damage and reporting back to the Town Board for direction.  An incident was filed with the Brown County Sheriff’s department (Case Number 11-21619).

Chairman Cashman attended a meeting regarding culvert and driveway inventory on Highway 32/57 from Rockland Road to Forest Junction.

Reclass budgetary funds

The Assessor supplies will be short $29 if tonight’s voucher is approved.
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to reclassify $30 from Building and zoning supplies into Assessor supplies; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.
