Public Hearing Minutes

The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present together with Applicants, Cynthia Greaves and Richard Binish.  Also attending were Steven Zeitler, Agent for the applicants, Gary Kaster, Carl Bloemer, Kimberly Krueger, and Bob Gerbers.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed and published.   All neighboring properties as well as City of De Pere, Town of Wrightstown, Village of Wrightstown and Brown County were properly notified.  Chairman Cashman read the agenda and opened the record at 7:02 p.m.
Steve Zeitler provided a revised copy of the Certified Survey Map to the Board.

REQUEST TO REZONE LOT 1 OF PROPOSED CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP, PART OF R-279, 1201 WRIGHTSTOWN ROAD AND PART OF R-279-2, TETZLAFF ROAD, DE PERE, WISCONSIN, from AGRICULTURAL NON-PARTICIPATING WORKING LANDS INITIATIVE (NPWLI) TO ESTATE RESIDENTIAL (ER-10) 10 ACRES.
Carl Bloemer intends to purchase Lot 1 from applicants and intends to build a single family home with a riding arena and stables on it.  The CSM designates Lot 1 as 14.578 acres in size.   Supervisor Van Vonderen stated the Estate Residential (ER-10) District requires a parcel to be greater than 10 acres in size and that the district was established to allow a single-family home and hobby farm.  The Board informed Bloemer that if he intends to keep animals on the property, he must do so in compliance with the Town’s animal ordinance.
REQUEST TO REZONE LOT 2 OF PROPOSED CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP, PART OF R-279, 1201 WRIGHTSTOWN ROAD AND PART OF R-279-2, TETZLAFF ROAD, DE PERE, WISCONSIN, from AGRICULTURAL NON-PARTICIPATING WORKING LANDS INITIATIVE (NPWLI) TO ESTATE RESIDENTIAL (ER-10) 10 ACRES.
Kimberly Krueger intends to purchase Lot 2 from applicants which includes the home and accessory buildings.  The CSM designates Lot 2 as 11.018 acres in size.  Krueger intends to keep five horses and show elite heifers on the property.  The Board informed Krueger that if she intends to keep animals on the property, she must do so in compliance with the Town’s animal ordinance.
PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION

Supervisor Van Vonderen reported that the Planning Commission reviewed these rezoning requests on February 17, 2015, of which the draft minutes are herein incorporated by reference.  The Planning Commission recommended that: 1) the setbacks from Wrightstown and Tetzlaff Roads listed on the CSM be increased to 40 feet; 2) the Certified Survey Map be approved contingent upon rezoning; 3) that the CSM be in compliance with local, state, and federal regulations; 4) the Village of Wrightstown be listed as a signer on the CSM, and 5) Lots 1 and 2 of the CSM be rezoned to ER-10.
